Influenza season is approaching and Public Health would like to remind all families to receive their flu shot this year.  Seasonal influenza vaccine is recommended for all individuals over 6 months of age.

High risk populations include 6 months to 5 years of age, all pregnant women, those who are 65 years of age and older and people who are medically at risk.  These individuals are particularly susceptible to complications from the flu and are more likely to be hospitalized because of them.  Combined with regular hand washing, the flu shot is the best way to protect yourself and others from the virus.  Each year there is a new vaccine to protect against new strains of the influenza virus.  High risk populations receive the vaccine free of charge and all non-high risk individuals are charged $25.00/dose.  Watch for a flu clinic schedule in your local newspaper or visit our website at www.pnrha.ca for more information.
Some symptoms of flu complications in children/adolescents include, difficulty breathing, sudden paleness, fever or low temperature, inability to drink or breastfeed, vomiting more than 2-3 times in 24 hours, a stiff neck, lethargy or confusion, and convulsions or seizures.
