Our school would not be able to provide our outstanding extra curricular program without parents and guardians transporting players, assisting coaches and officiating games.  Parents also volunteer as chaperones on school trips and at high school dances that help relieve staff overload.  To all individuals who have helped in the past and to those who will volunteer this school year, a big thank you from our students and staff.



In the course of hundreds of school activities and interactions, problems and concerns and sometimes miscommunications occur.  As we begin a new school year, I believe it is critical to emphasize the importance of positive protocol in addressing concerns or problems.  First, it is important that if a parent has a question, problem or issue regarding their child, the parent should first discuss it with the child’s teacher.  If this fails to resolve the concern, the next step would involve myself, Mr. Goota and Mrs. Dorval the school’s administrative team.  Finally, if such action does not satisfy the parent, he or she should contact our superintendent Carolyn Forsey

At 236-5614.  By following this protocol, problems and issues can be handled in a positive and effective manner.


The school understands the importance of parents being able to communicate with their children to coordinate after school plans and cell phones help achieve that goal.  To ensure that cell phone use is appropriate, students at Glaslyn Central School are asked to use their cell phones only during breaks and lunch hour.  Students are not to take their cell phones into class and are to leave their phones off in their lockers.  The first time a student is found using a cell phone during class time the phone will be taken away, give to the administration and returned at the end of the day.  For a second offence the cell phone will be kept until the end of that school week and must be picked up by a parent or a guardian.  A third offence will result in the student not being allowed to bring the cell phone to school for the rest of the school year.  This policy is reviewed periodically to ensure that a positive learning environment is being maintained.


Students are to dress in a manner that would indicate they take pride in themselves and our school .  The following  regulation and procedures will apply to all students.

1. Clothing suitable for the gymnasium or beach is not appropriate in the classroom.

2. Clothing that advertises or suggests anything about illegal substances or that displays obscene messages or alcohol products is not acceptable at school

3. Head covers are to be worn for medical or religious reasons only.  Students are not permitted to wear head covers in the school at any time during the day.

4. Clothing should cover the student from the neck to the mid thigh as a minimum.  Shirts/blouses/tops must over lap pants/jeans/slacks/skirts.

5. Clothing such as “tube tops”, “halter tops”, “spaghetti top” and “muscle shirts” are not appropriate for school and do not meet the school’s dress code.

6. All items that are designated underwear must not be showing and must be undercover.

7. Clothing worn in the gym would not include tight clothing or shorts that are deemed too revealing.

8. There may be school days under special events (e.g. theme days, “Spirit Week”), which allow for some flexibility in the school’s dress code.  The principal shall indicate to the student if a certain activity allows for a slight modification of the expected dress standards.

9. If a student arrives at school in clothing that does not meet the school’s student dress code, the principal or designate will inform the student as to what changes must occur for him/her to remain in school that day.  If necessary, the principal shall contact a parent to inform him/her that appropriate clothing will need to be brought to the school immediately or the parent will be required to take the student home.

10. Please refrain from the excessive use of perfume and cologne.


We are pleased to announce that we will be offering the milk program in our school once again.  We will start selling milk on Monday, September 13.  Unfinished cards from last year will be used this year.  Please note that due to price increases beyond our control, our milk prices have changed.


Milk cards will be $20 for 20 milk and $10 for 10 milk (half card).  If you choose to purchase a card for your child (ren), the card will be kept in the milk room and hole punched at each purchase.  Once the card is finished, then your child (ren) will get a reminder note to take home letting you know that their card is finished.  If you choose to not purchase a milk card, the price is $1.25 per carton (250 ml).  The benefit of having a milk card means that it’s more economical and convenient.
