PUBLIC HEALTH
A message from the Public Health Nurse.  (April, Elementary & High School) 

One of the most exciting things about immunization is that it has virtually wiped out diseases that once were very common. The paralyzing disease polio is a great example of this. In 1953 there were over 4500 cases of paralytic polio in Canada  . . . but then with vaccination beginning in 1955 the story quickly changed.   Less than 10 cases a year occurred from 1965 until 1994 when Canada was certified polio-free!
Another great immunization success story is Haemophilus influenzae type b (also known as Hib).  Before this was a part of the routine immunization for children, this disease had been the most common cause of bacterial meningitis and a leading cause of other serious infections in young children. In 1988 there were 526 cases of Hib in Canada in children under 5, which fell to only 17 cases by 2004 with routine Hib immunization during this time period. This decrease in Hib disease of nearly 97% resulted in many children who didn’t have to experience related devastating diseases.
