A message from the Public Health Nurse.  (November, Elementary) 

With the flu season coming upon us, parents need to be vigilant in reminding their children to wash their hands before and after handling food, after coughing or sneezing and after using the toilet.  Have your children sing a song such as “Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star” while washing their hands to encourage them to wash longer. Hand sanitizers are good way to stop the spread of infection if there is no visible dirt on the hands.  Another way to prevent the spread of germs is to cough into your sleeve instead of your hand.  Remember, people who are sick need to stay home until they are well to avoid spreading the infection to others.  Influenza immunization is available at no cost for everyone. Children age 6 to 23 months of age, all pregnant women, all people age 65 years and older and for people who are medically at risk are especially encouraged to receive the flu shot.
