The Neilburg Veterinary clinic has reopened.  Our hours of operation are Monday, Wednesday, and Friday 9am to 2 pm.  All after hour calls and questions will continue to be handled by Weir Veterinary Services in Lloydminster (780)875-2281.  
Unfortunately our fall has started with a parvo outbreak in dogs.  We have confirmed cases in town and in our rural areas.  If your dog’s vaccinations are not up to date we would recommend a vaccination as soon as possible.  Parvo is not treatable as it is caused by a virus – we can only offer supportive care.  Dogs showing signs of lethargy, especially if combined with vomiting and diarrhea, may have the disease.  This disease is highly contagious among dogs and can be fatal.
