Highlight 1: LINC Agreement

Key Messages:
The LINC Agreement is bargained between the North West Teachers’ Association and the Northwest School Division senior administration and Board of Education. It covers locally determined benefits and responsibilities for teachers.
The new agreement was approved by 96% of the NWTA membership.
The new agreement will be in place until Aug 31, 2026.

Highlights from the agreement:
Extra-curricular hours for Earned Days Off (EDOs) – If teachers contribute 70 hours they earn 1 day, 140 hours for 2 days, 210 hours for 3 days. 35 hours a year can be carried over.

Pay for substitute teachers (per day) increasing over the next three years; Year 1 $280, Year 2 $285, Year 3 $290

Teacher preparation time is also outlined in the agreement.


Highlight 2: 2024-2025 Academic Calendar Approved

Key Messages:
School staff voted 58% in favour of Option B

Highlight 3: Facilities Planning

Key Messages:
Capital Plan 2025-2026 school year
The Ministry of Education requires school divisions to submit their top three priorities for capital projects for Ministry consideration.

The top priorities for NWSD are:
1. TPEC – new building
2. Maidstone – new K-12 (combine Ratushniak and Maidstone High)
3. Meadow Lake Elementary school – new building (combine Jubilee and Lakeview Schools)







Highlight 4: Celebrations

Key Messages:

LINC Agreement Signing
A 96% approval of the NWSD/NWTA LINC Agreement signifies a trust and faith in the collective bargaining process between the school division and local teachers’ association.

Junior Boys Basketball in Ernie Studer and Pierceland for the first time in years!
Ernie Studer School was able to offer junior boys’ basketball this season for the first time in many years, thanks to the interest of students and Vice Principal Jon Kemp.

Pierceland Central School formed a co-operative team with Chief Napew School from Big Island Lake. The boys’ have had success and will compete at Districts on February 10 in Hillmond.
The school is coached by a grade 12 student from Pierceland and a staff member from Chief Napew.

Edsby – continued success with Parent/Caregiver Engagement
The rollout of Edsby in NWSD has been received very well by families. As of January 2024, 89% of all students have at least one parent signed up on Edsby. 87% of FNMI students have at least one parent on Edsby. Most importantly, of the parents who have signed up to use Edsby, 91% are active users.
