Highlight: NWHSAA Update

Brad Lejeune, President of the North West High School Athletics provided an update to the Board of Education on the plans for athletics around the region for the school year. Todd Forbes, Supervisor of Technology, provided an update for the board on the annual work plan for the Technology department.

NWSD has implemented Arctic Wolf, a new cybersecurity and training program. The program monitors all systems for potential breaches, as well as provides ongoing training for staff to identify phishing emails or other security threats.

The phone system throughout the division has been updated in the last year, along with CNET, which provides internet access for the NWSD network.

In partnership with IBM, the technology department has created a strategic plan – Technology Enabled Learning Plan – to help govern technology purchases and align with division strategic learning goals.

A key part of the TELP is the partnership between technology and learning departments to team up and Software and evaluate software programs and create a uniform list to support different curricular areas.
